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The trip to Yunnan has been enjoyable and meaningful. I've learned a lot from this trip.

Starting from the first day when we arrived at Taoyuan airport, we started to get to know each other.
We took a flight to Kunming and transited in Hongkong. When I went to the washroom, there was a lady who
did not close the door when she was using the washroom, she was looking at me and I was shocked. I started to
realize that [ was really in China and had to get use to it sooner or later.

We traveled to %% JE the next day by bus. We heard a very touching testimony by 5 5% & (from {7]
Jt)who shared about how God challenged him and gave him 3 daughters to call him into full-time mission. He
was in a farmer's village taking care of an orphanage. We started our mission on a performance stage. It was
really challenging because the stage was meant for 6 doctors to consult patients plus waiting area for patients.
The register area was at the basketball court. I was assigned to be an ophthalmologist“< 22 fili's assistant. When
he was performing the surgery, I was supposed to stop bleeding but my hands continue to slip and I felt quite
uneasy after that. I guess I still had a lot to learn. Some of the most common problem was cataracts, allergic
conjunctivitis, chronic conjunctivitis and dry eye. We met a 3 year-old boy who will eventually go into
blindness and a 30 year-old female who had night blindness.

On our trip tof[f&, we met a boy around 3 years-old with one eye hematoma. We told the parents that
the right eye will go into blindness and asked him to take care of the left eye. There was another boy who had
day blindness. We could not do anything for the two boys. So, K& filiand I laid hands and prayed for them. I
felt that although what we can do may be limited but in God everything is possible. I hope that God will heal
them by His own hands one day.

On July 2, we woke up early for breakfast to go back to Kunming for a day trip. We reluctantly left the
beautiful chalet to head to Lijiang airport. We were told that there was a heavy flood in Kunming airport which
caused our flight to delay. Alas we had to go rest in an airport. I was disappointed when I was told to go rest in
a hotel but when < & fill prayed and gave thanks for this situation, I realized that this was a trip with God's
guidance, totally surrendering to him, no matter what happens, we are still in God's hands. It really did not
matter if we manage to go for the day trip in Kunming, most importantly; I learnt that we should give thanks in
all circumstances and the doctors here set a good example for it.

Every doctor in this mission trip shared their testimonies. I was encouraged by their sharing. There
was so much to learn from every one of them. They showed me a Christian doctor should be full of love and
compassion, just like Jesus. I hope that I can grow up to be a doctor like them, ready to surrender my whole life
to God as a living sacrifice, submitting myself to him wherever he places me.

I would like to thank everyone who went to this trip with me. It was a wonderful experience serving

the Lord together.
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
