Dear Dr. Linn,

Thank you very much for your kind mail of sympathy related to the earthquake and tsunami hit in the

northern Japan, and also your kind offer of donation to the affected people through us.

First of all, we would like to give you a short summary of our relief activities so far made:

JCMA with JOCS sent our team soon after the attack of the earthquake and tsunami to Tohoku area

(northern part of Japan), and started the relief activities in Kamaishi area of Iwate prefecture ,

based at Shinsei Kamaishi Church . We found the area most appropriate for us after a quick

survey according to the size of the needs, activities by other relief teams, and local Christian network with us.

The main works were to clinic support and on call service in a shelter for 700 people, and outdoor clinic in

front of the church as well as home visits in the neighbor 2 districts where affected people stayed under severe

conditions without basic supply of electricity, gas or water, and also left from the regular public services.

During the first one month, there were many patients with flue or upper respiratory infections, or

enterogastric problems. In May, as the climate became some warmer, epidemics of flue subsided, and also the

local clinics and hospitals started working, our team shifted its major focus to the health and life care in the

shelter and home visits.

We have been in good collaboration with other medical and welfare groups locally, including local

government, Caritas Japan, Buddhist teams. And we finished our emergency relief project at the end of May, as

basic life- saving supports became available to the people.

Forty volunteers under JCMA and JOCS offices' coordination participated in the activities. They were

physicians, nurses, public health nurses, and pharmacist. Dr. Kenjiro Narato, JOCS worker in Nepal who

happened to be in Japan entered the area quickly after the earthquake and tsunami initiated the activities, and

coordinated the work locally up to the end. He went back to Nepal in early June. Other JOCS workers and ex-

workers in Nepal, Bangladesh, Pakistan, Cambodia, Uganda and Tanzania also participated in the activities.

Though our emergency program was so far finished, the needs for support should continue for the

coming few years. We try to keep our support program through our local members and churches by

information exchange and needs assessment.
